Juniper, Lime Glow is a dwarf conifer which is primarily y

valued in the garden for its broadly spreading habit of
growth. It has attractive yellow evergreen foliage which
emerges lime green in spring. The scale-like sprays of
foliage are highly ornamental and turn coppery-bronze in
the fall, which persists throughout the winter.

Landscape Attributes

Juniper, Lime Glow is a multi-stemmed evergreen shrub
with a ground-hugging habit of growth. It lends an
extremely fine and delicate texture to the landscape
composition which should be used to full effect.

This is a relatively low maintenance shrub, and is best

Planting & Growing

This shrub does best in full sun to partial shade. It does best in average to evenly moist conditions, but
will not tolerate standing water. This plant should be periodically fertilized throughout the active growing
season with a specially-formulated acidic fertilizer. It is not particular as to soil type or pH. It is highly
tolerant of urban pollution and will even thrive in inner city environments. This is a selection of a native
North American species.
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
