Barberry (Japanese), Rose Glow is primarily grown for its

highly ornamental fruit. The fruits are showy scarlet
drupes carried in abundance from early to late fall. It has
attractive pink-variegated dark red foliage which emerges
red in spring. The small oval leaves are highly ornamental
and turn an outstanding burgundy in the fall. It features
tiny clusters of yellow flowers hanging below the
branches in mid spring.

Landscape Attributes

Barberry (Japanese), Rose Glow is a dense
multi-stemmed deciduous shrub with a more or less
rounded form. Its relatively fine texture sets it apart from
other landscape plants with less refined foliage.

Planting & Growing

under power lines. It grows at a medium rate, and under Barberry (Japanese), Rose Glow in fall
ideal conditions can be expected to live for approximately Photo courtesy of NetPS Plant Finder
20 years.

This shrub does best in full sun to partial shade. It does best in average to evenly moist conditions, but
will not tolerate standing water. This plant should be periodically fertilized throughout the active growing
season with a specially-formulated acidic fertilizer. It is not particular as to soil type or pH, and is able to
handle environmental salt. It is highly tolerant of urban pollution and will even thrive in inner city
environments. This is a selected variety of a species not originally from North America.
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
